5. Connect at least one author to the topic you are addressing in both the paper and presentation.  

Project Components:

· Research paper (3 pages long not including the cover page and Works Cited page)

· Oral presentation

Research Paper: Your paper must be typed and double-spaced.  You must use 12-point Times New Roman (Regular) font or another similar font.  You must use MLA Style citations.  For example, when citing in your sentences, use any of the two examples:

· Gloria Anzaldua expresses her discomfort with her culture by saying, “Not me sold out my people but they me” (43).

· “Not me sold out my people but they me.” (Anzaldua 43)

If your information comes from the Internet, make sure to check the correct way to cite your information.  Make sure to include a bibliography.  Make sure to run a grammar and spelling check.  Make sure to proofread your work.  You must include a separate cover page and works cited page.

Oral Presentation: Your presentation is a 7 to 10 minute overview of the highlights of your research on the topic.  However, you must practice effective public speaking skills.  Make sure to address questions from your audience at the end of your presentation.  This is your opportunity to teach us about your topic.
